Setup & facility: Archers and family members to set up and take down targets, flags targets, etc.  52” tournament target bails on wood stands will be used, lanes & range are marked. Bring a chair, shade canopy, water, beverages, snacks and food. Event will be run regardless of the weather (rain or shine, wind or calm) unless unsafe or unhealthy. There is NO water on site!  
Rules/Dress Code: NAA / FITA dress code & membership is optional but recommended. Standard NAA / FITA tournament / range / scoring rules will be in effect. This is not an official NAA tournament due to an indoor round being shoot outdoors – just a fun practice event. Target sizes are as follows:
