USA Archery full membership includes USA Archery Youth, Adult and
Family memberships that are in good standing prior to the start of
competition.

USA Archery full and temporary membership is required for USA Archery
insurance and by USA Archery Arizona and the tournament host.

Please select registration type carefully.

Eligibility for awards:

If you are a USA Archery full member prior to the start of competition and
list Arizona membership residency, you are eligible to shoot for awards.
If you are a USA Archery Recreational member and list Arizona
membership residency you must purchase an USA Archery Temporary
membership from USA Archery prior to the start of competition to be
eligible for awards.

If you are an NFAA member and a resident of Arizona you must purchase
an USA Archery full membership listing Arizona residency from USA
Archery prior to the start of competition to be eligible for awards.

Guest participant, ineligible for awards:

If you are a USA Archery full member and do not list Arizona
membership residence, you are not eligible for awards and may only
register as a guest.

If you are a NFAA member, or otherwise not a USA Archery full member
listing Arizona residency, you can obtain a USA Archery Temporary
membership and may only register as a guest.

Ineligible to compete:

If you are a USA Archery Recreational member only and do not purchase
a USA Archery Temporary membership you are not eligible to participate in
the event.

If you are a NFAA member, or otherwise not a USA Archery full or
temporary member, you are not eligible to participate in the event.
